In 2016, Theodora Cork made the decision to become a high school 

graduate.  She knew that decades had passed since she last sat in a 

classroom but she also knew that she had a dream and she wanted 

to pursue it.  The then 52-year-old entered the Holmes Community 

College Adult Education Program in Yazoo City, knowing that she’d 

have to work harder than many of the students present because of 

her absence from education, but she believed that it was a goal she 

could accomplish. 

After a year of feeling that she would not achieve her dream, Theo-

dora withdrew from the program.  However, she still had an urge to 

pursue her dream.  In 2018, she made a call to the Yazoo Teen Cen-

ter, only to find out that a new instructor had been assigned.  After 

a thorough discussion with Instructor Daphne Higgins, Cork re-

turned to the program.   

Cork admitted to the instructor that she was not comprehending 

the information as easily as the other students and wondered why.  

She said, “When I questioned myself my teacher told me that I am 

not everybody else and that I need to be patient. She promised me 

that we would find a study pattern that would work for me.  She 

assured me that if I believed in myself, I would achieve my dream.” 

Theodora stated that during the years that followed her second 

enrollment, she exhibited moments of anxiety, self-doubt, and even

Chloe L. Palato, 19, a recent 

recipient of her High School 

Equivalency through the 

Holmes Community College 

Adult Education Program in 

Ridgeland, serves as a model 

for mastering a communication 

technique that not only helped 

her to secure her GED, but 

helped her to obtain perfection 

as an equestrian.  

Suffering from anxiety in pre-

school, Chloe was diagnosed 

at an early age with ADHD and 

a dyslexia disorder. From the 

onset of her education through 

the ninth grade, she attended 

private schools where she re-

ceived assistance from a dys-

lexia therapist. She later dis-

continued her private school 

education and began home-

school through an online pro-

gram. 

Because of her early struggles 

with learning, Chloe had to 

work harder than the typical 

student.  Building on her com-

munication skills, she mastered 

the talk to text feature available 

to many electronic devices 

which later helped her with her 

comprehension skills during  

her HSE studies.  

 

While finding her place in 

the educational arena, 

Chloe was introduced to an-

other arena of activity – eq-

uine, taking on the chal-

lenge of horseback riding. In 

August 2024, she tore the 

PCL (a ligament) in her right 

knee due to an awkward 

landing when she fell off a 

horse.  Following her sur-

gery, Chloe began her pain-

ful recovery and physical 

therapy. She returned to the 

saddle in August 2024, and 

in early January 2025, 

Chloe, who shows in the Eng-

lish Hunter discipline, was pre-

sented with the 2024 Sports-

manship Award by Mississippi 

Hunter Jumper Association 

(MHJA). Her horse, Lenny, has 

qualified for the 2025 USHJA 

Amateur Hunter Champion-

ships to be held at the Ken-

tucky Horse Park, Lexington, 

Ky., in September 2025.  

Before her PCL replacement 

surgery, Chloe spent a lot of 

time at the barn socializing with 

others. Following her surgery, 

she was homebound. She had 

to protect her knee and follow 

the doctorsô orders while heal-

ing. Needing mental stimula-

tion, Chloe arrived at Holmes 

Community College – Ridge-

land campus in August 2024, 

with her laptop, a locked leg 

brace, crutches and a smile.  

 

 

Her mother, Ronica Palato, 

shared with the instructor, Mar-

lena Simon, that attending 

Holmes CC everyday provided 

the young student with so 

much, including helping to keep 

her mind off her pain and her 

horse, even if it was for just 

part of the day. ñIt had been a 

while since I saw her so excited 

to go to a classroom. I know 

you made a positive impact on 

her time in your classroom. We 

are forever grateful!ò  

Chloe, who enjoys Math and 
Science, will pursue a career in 
Diagnostic Medical Sonogra-
phy. She began working to-
wards the prerequisites at 
Holmes CC in the Spring 2025 
and plans to apply to the Diag-
nostic Medical Sonography pro-
gram at Hinds Community Col-
lege after she completes her 
prerequisites.
